SCHEDULING THE INITIAL VISIT

along with this introduction. These forms are vemportant in providing us developmental

and past history. Please remember that the assisiee not clinically trained and will not be

able to answer clinical questions, but all of olimicians are able to speak with you over the
phone if you have specific questions. You can gbvkeave a detailed message on your
clinician’s voice mail. Please remember, unless ién emergency, the clinicians cannot be
interrupted during a session, but will return yoal at their earliest possible opportunity.

FEES

Fees for initial evaluations and follow-up appoietits vary for each clinician. Please

remember that medicine evaluations, medicine follps, psychological, educational, and

personality testing, school visits, lengthy telepdo consultations, consultations and

conversations with other professionals, and repoiting all have separate fees that vary

among the clinicians. If you have any questionsualfees, please check with an assistant or
your clinician.

APPOINTMENTS

Appointments are typically 45-50 minutes long. héatke follow-ups usually take 30 minutes.
Scheduling an appointment usually requires speaklit the appropriate assistant. The
assistant will work with you in trying to find theost convenient time for you to come see us.
Please remember that afternoons are often filléd veigular appointments, but we will work
with you as best we can.

CANCELLATION POLICY

Our office policy is that we requid8 hoursnotice for all cancellations, with the exceptidrao
serious emergency or sudden illness. The deathfamily member, natural disaster, or even
severe illness of a family member living at homk,qaialify as an emergency. A business
meeting, final exams, another doctor’s appointnoeminor illness, such as a cold or respiratory
infection, would not qualify as an excused sessidine session will be billed at the full rate
unless the office received proper notification. uyare always welcome to leave a message with
our answering service if you must cancel an appuent after the office is closed. Please note
that many insurance companies and PPO’s will riotlrerse you for a missed session.

Our policy for group therapy sessions is necessdifferent since we cannot fill an empty space
in a group, even with sufficient notice. Typicalgroup spaces are reserved for a specific period
of time and you must pay for that space (like sthaoiion) whether you, or your child can
attend or not. Often, we allow a “free” missedssas over agiven period of time, but please
check with the particular clinician for that padiar group’s policy.



TELEPHONE CALLS

Your telephone calls are always welcome. Our céihiassistants can answer most general
guestions you may have. Unless your questionirgcal, it is best if you speak with the
assistant first, and they will try to answer yowestions. If they feel they cannot answer your
guestions, they will either take a message or faiwau to the appropriate voice mail. Please
remember that our clinicians schedule hourly appoamts and are often in session much of the
day. We ask that you keep this in mind when retijugs clinician call you back. Patient care is
top priority and you will hear from them as soorpassible.

TELEPHONE CONSULTATIONS

The fee for telephone consultations and telephonéecence calls with other therapists, patient,
patient’s family, school personnel, etc. is sethat rate of $3.00 per minute plus any charges
assessed by the telephone company for the coshgfdistance calls or conference calls.

PAYMENT AND BILLING

We ask that you make payment in full at the timehef session. Usually we will ask that you
make payment as you come in the door before thie ftgour session. This is not because we
are afraid that you will leave without paying. Dueethe office layout and staff work plan, there
is limited space in the exit area and it is usuafiywded with people scheduling appointments.
The entry area and the computer and printer indhed are set up to check you in and receive
your payment. If you can plan to arrive for yo@ssion five minutes early to check in and
handle payment, it will ensure that you will getuydull session.

Notice of Office Policies and Practices to Protethe

Uses and Disclosures for Treatment, Payment, and Health Care Operations

We may use or disclose your protected health inddion (PHI), for treatment, payment, and
health care operations purposes with your conséwot.help clarify these terms, here are some
definitions:

“PHI” refers to information in your health recofuat could identify you.

“Treatment, Payment and Health Care Operations”

- Treatment is when we provide, coordinate or manggur health care and other
services related to your health care. An exampleeatment would be when we
consult with another health care provider, suclyas family physician or another
psychologist or psychiatrist.

- Payment is when we obtain reimbursement for ybaalthcare. Examples of
payment are when we disclose your PHI to your healtsurer to obtain
reimbursement for you health care or to determiiggodity or coverage.

- Health Care Operations are activities that refatthe performance and operation of
the center. Example of health care operations @uality assessment and
improvement activities, business-related mattersh sas audits and administrative
services, and case management and care coordination

“Use” applies only to activities within our [offise clinics, practice group, etc.] such as
sharing, employing, applying, utilizing, examiningnd analyzing information that

identifies you.

“Disclosure” applies to activities outside of owfflces, clinics, practice group, etc.],

such as releasing, transferring, or providing aedesinformation about you to other
parties.

Uses and Disclosures Requiring Authorization

We may use or disclose PHI for purposes outsiddéredtment, payment, and health care
operations when your appropriate authorization b$aioed. An “authorization” is written
permission above and beyond the general consanpéhaits only specific disclosures. In those
instances when we are asked for information foppse outside of treatment, payment and
health care operations, we will obtain an authdiorafor you before releasing this information.
We will also need to obtain an authorization befoeteasing your psychotherapy notes.
“Psychotherapy notes” are notes we have made aloutonversation during a private, group,
joint, or family sessions, which are kept in youedital records. These notes are given a greater
degree of protection than PHI.

You may revoke all such authorization (of PHI oyg®therapy notes) at any time, provided
each revocation is in writing. You may not revakeauthorization to the extent that (1) we have
relied on that authorization; or (2) if the autlzation was obtained as a condition of obtaining
insurance coverage, and the law provides the ingheeright to contest the claim under the

policy.
Uses and Disclosures with Neither Consent nor Authorization

We may use or disclose PHI without your consent aothorization in the following
circumstances:

To Communicate with Individuals Involved in Your i@or Payment for Your Care: We
may disclose to a family member, other relativeselpersonal friend or any other person
you identify, PHI directly relevant to that perssnhvolvement in your care or payment
related to your care.

Law Enforcement: We may disclose your PHI for lavioecement purposes as required
by law or in response to a subpoena or court order.

As required by Law: We will disclose your PHI wheagquired to do so by federal, state,
or local law.

Child Abuse: If we have cause to believe that ddchas been, or may be, abused,
neglected, or sexually abused, we must make atrgbmsuch within 48 hours to the
Texas Department of Protective and Regulatory Sesyithe Texas Youth Commission,
or to any local or state law enforcement agency.

Adult and Domestic Abuse: If we have cause to belidat an elderly or disabled person
is in a state of abuse, neglect, or exploitatior, must immediately report such to the
Department of Protective and Regulatory Services.

Health Oversight: If a complaint is filed againsé with the State Board, they have the
authority to subpoena confidential mental healttormation from me relevant to that
complaint.

Judicial or Administrative Proceedings: If you amgolved in a court proceeding and a
request is made for information about your diagnaand treatment and the records
thereof, such information is privileged under stddev, and we will not release
information, without written authorization from yaw your personal or legally appointed
representative, or a court order. The privilegesdoot apply when you are being
evaluated for a third party or where the evaluatsocourt ordered. You will be informed
in advance if this is the case.

Research: We may disclose your PHI to researchémnwviheir research has been
approved by an institutional review board or privAoard that has reviewed the research
proposal and established protocols to ensure thagyrof your information.

Serious Threat to Health or Safety: If we deterntiveg there is a probability of imminent
physical injury by you to yourself or others, oeté is a probability of immediate mental
or emotional injury to you, we may disclose reldvaonfidential mental health
information to medical or law enforcement personnel

Worker's Compensation: If you file a worker's compation claim, we may disclose
records relating to your diagnosis and treatmegbto employer’s insurance carrier.
Coroners and Medical Examiners: We may release fAlirto a coroner or medical
examiner. This may be necessary, for example,demtify a deceased person or
determine the cause of death.
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Patient’s Rights and Center’s Duties
Patient’s Rights:

Psychotherapy Notes - A licensed psychologist opsgchiatrist who is providing
psychological or psychiatric services to an indiMlts is not required to permit the
individual to inspect or copy personal records aomihg PHI relating to the individual if
the information contained in the records has n@&nbeisclosed to a person other than
another psychologist or psychiatrist for the specpgurpose of clinical supervision
conducted in the regular course of treatment.

Marketing — PHI may not be used, disclosed, or smidnarketing purposes without first
obtaining consent or authorization from the indiatl Written communications must
explain the recipient’s right to removal from theaiimg list, and removal must be
accomplished within five days after the receipthaf request.

Right to Request Restrictions — You have the rightequest restrictions on certain uses
and disclosures of protected health informatiorualyou. However, we are not required
to agree to a restriction you request.

Right to Receive Confidential Communications byeftiative Means and at Alternative
Locations — You have the right to request and wecebnfidential communications of
PHI by alternative means and at alternative loaatio(For example, you may not want a
family member to know that you are seeing us. Upour request, we will send your
bills to another address.)

Right to Inspect and Copy — You have the rightntgpect or obtain a copy (or both) of
PHI and psychotherapy notes in our mental health illing records used to make
decisions about you for as long as the PHI is maet in the record. We may deny
your access to PHI under certain circumstancesjrbgbme cases you may have this
decision reviewed. On your request, we will discusth you the details of the request
and denial process.

Right to Amend — You have the right to request me@dment of PHI for as long as the
PHI is maintained in the record. We may deny yaguest. On your request, we will
discuss with you the details of the amendment @®ce

Right to an Accounting — You generally have thehtigo receive an accounting of
disclosures of PHI for which you have neither pdad consent nor authorization (as
described in Section Il of this Notice). On yaequest, we will discuss with you the
details of the accounting process.

Right to a Paper Copy of Notice — You have thetrigtobtain a paper copy of the notice
from us upon request.

Center Duties:

We are required by law to maintain the privacy bfi Rnd to provide you with a notice
of our legal duties and privacy practices with eztgo PHI.

We reserve the right to change the privacy polieled practices described in this notice.
Unless we notify you of such changes, however, merequired to abide by the terms
currently in effect.
